Article 1 - Name

The Council of Chief Business Officers

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of the council shall include, but not be limited to the following;

1. Serve as an advisory council to the Chancellor, the Council of Presidents and the Regents staff

2. Serve as a forum for the discussion of matters of common interest

3. To conduct studies and issue reports

4. To provide support and guidance to other OSRHE Councils in matters of business affairs as requested.
Article III – Membership 
The Chief Business Officer of each college or university in the Oklahoma State System of Higher Education shall be eligible for voting membership.  Members shall have equal standing.

The Executive Council, Chief Business Officers and the OSRHE staff may invite non-voting members to the meetings at their discretion.

Article IV – Governance and Officers
The Executive Council will consist of five institutional representatives.  Membership on the Executive Council will be allotted as follows:
      1.  Two representatives from the Regional Universities

      2.  Two representatives from the Community Colleges

      3.  One representative from the Comprehensive Universities

Council members will be selected from their respective tier institutions and will then select the Chairman and Vice Chairman (Chairman elect).  Each of these representatives will serve terms of one calendar year.  An officer may serve no more than two consecutive terms in the same position.  Elections shall be held in December or as soon after as possible
The Executive Council is responsible to appoint various standing and ad hoc committees.  The chairman of these appointed committees must be voting council members.  

The Chairman on behalf of the Executive Council will   schedule meetings and set the meeting agendas in conjunction with the institutions and the Regents staff.
