You may use one or more of the following methods to pay your account: 

· CASH: Eastern will accept cash payments in U.S. currency only. Please do not send cash by mail. 
Checks or money orders must be drawn on U.S. banks and payable to Eastern Oklahoma State College. Please include the student’s social security number on the face of the check or money order. 
Credit Card payments may be made in person or by telephone at (918) 465-1831 or (918) 465-1708. Eastern accepts Visa, MasterCard, or Discover. You must provide your credit card number, expiration date, payment amount and student social security number to make a payment by telephone. 
· FINANCIAL AID: All students are encouraged to apply for financial aid if they need financial assistance. The Financial Aid Office will be happy to outline the various types of financial aid and scholarships that are available to Eastern’s students. To apply, you must provide your and your parent’s latest federal tax return, if you are under the age of 24, not married, and/or do not have children.. 

Please verify with the Business Office prior to September 10, 2007 that all of your financial aid has been awarded and all your scholarships have been applied to your account. If your financial aid or scholarship does not pay your account in full, you are financially responsible for the payment of the balance of your account.

· THIRD PARTY SCHOLARSHIPS: Many students receive financial support from other sources outside the college. Please provide the Business Office with an awards letter stating the amount to be received and the name and address of the donor. The Business Office will be happy to collect these funds for you and apply them to your account.
· PAYMENT CONTRACTS: If you need further financial assistance, the Business Office offers two types of payment contracts. You may set up a contract directly with the Business Office or use the FACTS program. 

Payment contracts made with the Business Office must be made prior to September 10, 2007. By setting up a payment contract, your account will not be assessed finance charges. However, a $10.00 late payment fee will be applied to your account if a payment is not received by its due date. 

Payment contracts may be set up for monthly or semi-monthly payments. All contracts must be paid in full prior to the pre-enrollment date of November 6, 2007. 

Payment contracts through the FACTS program arranges for payments to be electronically deducted from your personal bank account. Payments through FACTS may be smaller and spread out over a longer period of time. There is an application fee and penalties are charged for delinquent payments.
