Required Services for SSS Grant beginning in September, 2010


The following services will be required with the new SSS grant that begins on September 1, 2010:


Academic Tutoring-Advice and assistance in course selection.


Financial Aid-Scholarship information and other aid as well as assistance in completing FAFSA


Financial Literacy-Workshops designed to improve financial and economic literacy.


Transfer-Assistance in applying for admission and obtaining financial assistance at 4 year institution.


All SSS participants will be required to participate in the above activities.  Please see your SSS Counselor for information on completing your requirements.  


NO GRANT AID OR BOOK LOANS WILL BE MADE TO STUDENTS WHO HAVE NOT MET THE REQUIREMENTS.


	The first week in August, on Monday, Wednesday, and Friday, there will be MANDATORY workshops presented from 9:00 am till 11:00.  You MUST attend on one of those days to receive your books. You don’t have to come all three days, and you will have all day (till 5:00 pm) to complete the on-line portion of the workshop.   


	If you are not planning to receive books from SSS, you are still required to attend in order to be considered for Grant Aid.  


	Any student who does not attend the workshops and other required services will be in danger of being dropped from the program.
