Mr. Eastern Pageant Guidelines – 2018
We plan for this pageant to be lots of fun and one of the best ever! With that in mind, we ask all contestants to follow a few simple rules to make this event enjoyable for everyone.

Make your contestant funny but not crude. The challenge is to be entertaining without being offensive. The pageant is very funny just by its nature…contestants can be suggestive but keep it clean!

Who may participate

All contestants must be a currently enrolled EOSC male student and represent a campus club or organization. Groups whose members are all female can choose a male student to represent them.
Backstage Assistance

Each contestant may have only two other club members backstage to help with costume changes, hair and makeup. Backstage assistants must be designated in advance on the application.
Contestant Name and Biography

Create a character for your contestant; judging will include how well you have developed your personality with clothing, hair, makeup, biography information, talent and physical actions. You should also try to include something that reflects the nature of the club or organization you are representing.

Talent
Each contestant has up to 2 minutes to perform in the talent portion of the pageant. What or how you choose to perform is up to you and your club. Again, keep it clean and try to be entertaining. If your performance becomes offensive you will be asked to leave the stage.
Clothing and Costumes
Contestants should be fully covered. Short skirts and shorts should be knee length with shorts of some type under skirts. Shirts should cover the belly and have sleeves or wide straps. Evening gowns should be knee to floor length but can be strapless or one-shoulder. All clothing will be discussed with contestant before pageant. We definitely don’t want any wardrobe malfunctions!
Deadlines for Entry: Interview with each contestant and applications are due to Mr. Juarez, Sullivan 311, in person along with any talent music you will use in digital form on or before 10-30-18 at 1 pm. NO EXCEPTIONS!
