GRANT WRITING RESOURCE
Six ways to use your courses to feed your research program
 
 by Jeff Osborn, Truman State University, Kirksville, MO

Strategies that could be used to link teaching to research programs include:
1. Teach at least one course in your research area (especially important for junior faculty). 

2. Course laboratories can be developed in which students are trained in techniques related to research programs; students pursue questions and pilot experiments related to your research (pilot experiments); or advanced students purse actual research questions---give them a piece of your work. 

3. Courses can be planned so that materials and equipment can be used in the research lab as well (share budgets). 

4. Coordinate with other courses and instructors in your department/institution so that work that is part of your research can become part of another instructor's laboratory course. For example, an investigator needed to perform analysis of knock-out mice using molecular biology. This problem was given to a group of students in a molecular biology course. 

5. Link your course content to your research program whenever appropriate. This could include student generated grant proposals, literature reviews, and/or journal clubs. 

6. Students can perform research as part of course.
