Federal Government Proposes Streamlining of Research-Grant Conditions for All Recipients

The federal government proposed on Friday to extend streamlined legal conditions on federal research grants to all colleges receiving the grants and all federal agencies issuing them. The move followed other guidance, issued this month by the federal government, to ease the administrative workload for grants shared by multiple institutions and scientists. 
The common language was originally agreed to by 10 federal agencies and the 102 research universities and 7 "emerging" academic institutions that are members of the Federal Demonstration Partnership. The federal and academic members include the federal agencies that give the most money to academe -- the National Institutes of Health and the National Science Foundation -- as well as most of the nation's largest research universities. 

The announcement, in Friday's Federal Register, would slightly modify the streamlined set of conditions and extend them to all institutions receiving federal research grants and to all federal agencies issuing them. The Department of Education is not among the 10 federal agencies involved. The White House's Offices of Management and Budget and of Science and Technology Policy, which issued the proposal, invited comment through February 28. 

In another move this month to help simplify the administration of grants, the science-policy and management-and-budget offices endorsed the broad use of a standard form, developed by the Federal Demonstration Partnership, in cases where several institutions agree to share money from a single grant. In the past, the lead institution has often become bogged down in negotiating separate agreements with its partners for each such grant, to ensure that all of the partners abide by the government's terms and conditions. 

The science-policy office also moved to ensure that more than one scientist on federally financed projects can be awarded the title of principal investigator, a status they need at their home institutions. 

Some federal agencies, like the National Science Foundation, now recognize such scientists as "co-PI's" in their paperwork. Others -- like the National Institutes of Health, the largest single source of federal funds for academic research -- do not. Nevertheless, the NIH has increasingly emphasized research performed by large, interdisciplinary teams of scientists, who in some cases work at multiple institutions. Academic departments expect scientists to have status as principal investigators as a condition of promotion, tenure, and laboratory space.
