2-Year Colleges Job-Training Bill


According to the Chronicle of Higher Education, a subcommittee of the U.S. House of Representatives approved the Job Training Improvement Act (HR 27) by a vote of 18 to 15 last week. The bill would renew, or reauthorize, the Workforce Investment Act of 1998, a multibillion-dollar program managed by the Labor Department. The measure would strengthen the partnership among community colleges, local businesses, and the one-stop centers that provide basic information and job counseling to the unemployed. Community colleges would receive $250-million in new federal job-training grants under a bill that the education committee of the U.S. House of Representatives is expected to approve today. More news will be posted as this bill moves.
