REQUEST FOR UNIVERSITY CLASSES & PROFESSORS TO PARTICIPATE IN 

Native America Space Awareness Experiments (NASA-X)

Purpose:


The purpose of NASA-X is to increase the awareness of students, especially Native Americans, of space sciences and commerce through experimentation.  Operated under the auspices of the state agency the Oklahoma Space Industry Development Authority (OSIDA), schools will conceive space experiments that will be constructed by university students and sub-orbital flight-tested for possible adoption as International Space Station (ISS) experiments or activities.  The goal is to make students, especially Native American students, aware of space science and commerce and encourage them to consider education and careers in related disciplines.

PROFESSORS RECEIVE THE FOLLOWING:

1. University professor reference guidebook on space topics such as living in space, studying the earth from space, and space exploration.  The guidebook has many references and sources of further information.

2. Professors can receive a small grant to buy equipment so their class may design and possibly fabricate space awareness experiments that have been proposed by K-12 classes.  If selected for funding, the class must design the proposed space experiment and attempt to build it.  Experiments must be of a few kilograms and small physical size so they may be launched on small rockets or high altitude balloons.  The total amount available is approximately $10,000 per class.

3. Proposals selected will have their experiments flown on rockets or high altitude balloons from Oklahoma to altitudes of 100,000 feet.   Classes will be invited to the launch!

TO PARTICIPATE:


Write a letter of interest to us and we’ll send you the free University Reference Guidebook.  If you are interested in having your class build an experiment, state that in your letter of interest, state the name of the class and when it will be taught, and provide your c.v.  Also include an experiment work plan that clarifies work objectives and the schedule for achieving them as part of the class schedule.  We will evaluate your proposal for funding to buy needed materials based on professor qualifications, appropriateness of the class, and soundness of the experiment work plan.  Only proposals from Oklahoma schools and colleges will be eligible for funding.   APPLY BY AUGUST 24, 2001.  EXPERIMENTS ARE PLANNED FOR  LAUNCH IN MAY 2002.
