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The Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education in compliance with Titles VI and VII of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Executive Order 11236 as amended, Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972, Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 and other federal laws do not discriminate on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, age, religion, handicap, or status as a veteran in any of its policies, practices, or procedures.  This includes but is not limited to admissions, employment, financial aid, and educational services.

BACKGROUND ON THE FEDERAL LEGISLATION AUTHORIZING

THE DWIGHT D. EISENHOWER SCIENCE AND MATHEMATICS

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM
. 

For federal fiscal year 2001, Congress has appropriated funds for state programs authorized under the Title II, Part A of the Elementary and Secondary Education Act  Eisenhower Mathematics-Science Program.  The Eisenhower Act retained the program of state grants for strengthening the economic competitiveness and national security of the United States by improving the skills of K-12 teachers and the quality of instruction in mathematics and science in the nation's public and private schools.  The Eisenhower Mathematics-Science Act also authorized the U.S. Department of Education to make discretionary grants for programs of national significance in the two subject areas.

 Funds are allocated to states by formula.  Sixteen percent of this state allocation,  $811,982, is available through the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education institutions for training and retraining for in-service and new K-12 teachers of mathematics and science. Eighty-four percent of the Oklahoma award is allocated through the Oklahoma State Department of Education to local school districts for expansion and improvement of in-service training and demonstration projects in mathematics and science.  In December 2001 the State Regents approved $573,370 in funding for thirteen continuing or multi-year grants and three single-year grants for in-service professional development projects.   

Special federal funding was made available to the state this year to meet special priorities for the states.  Oklahoma’s focus will center on enhancing university faculty teaching. In a 1992, the State Regents conducted an external review of Oklahoma’s 12 public teacher education programs using a 10-member team charged with assessing the status of teacher preparation in the State System and making recommendation to establish Oklahoma as a national leader in teacher preparation.  One of the State Regents' recommendations was that professional development should be focused on university faculty members' ability to model such effective teaching styles as inquiry, group discussion, collaborative learning, etc. 
In addition, the 1998 Math 2001 Report:  A Look at Collegiate Mathematics Preparation had as its first conclusion  to support increased opportunities for college faculty to continuously enhance their instructional (including technology integration) and assessment practices in collaboration with peer faculty.  In order to be responsive to the needs in our state for available funding opportunities to allow the institutions to address these recommendations, the remaining $238,612 is now available for special projects focusing on professional development for college faculty with the following goal: Enhancing the curriculum and instruction experienced by students enrolled in mathematics and science coursework required for a teaching degree.

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION

Authority for the administration of the Dwight D. Eisenhower Mathematics and Science Education Act, as well as the identification and evaluation of grant proposals, resides with each state.  In Oklahoma, the Oklahoma State Regents for Higher Education have been authorized to receive and distribute the federal funds appropriated for this program to be utilized by higher education institutions and nonprofit agencies.  The Chancellor for Higher Education acts on behalf of the Regents for the solicitation and selection of grant proposals.

No maximum number of awards or range of funding limits for awards has been established for the program. Proposers should recognize, however, that funding for this special program is limited and interest is likely to be high.  Applicants are advised that this is the last year of funding within the current Eisenhower program making this faculty effort a one-time funding project.  Though Eisenhower will end under its current name new funds authorized under Title II, Part A of the Leave No Child Behind Act will be available for the next fiscal year under new priorities. 
ELIGIBLE GRANT PROPOSALS

Grant proposals may be submitted by any accredited two-year or four-year degree-granting institution of higher education, either public or private, as well as by nonprofit organizations. 
COMPETITIVE GRANT PROGRAM

A.   Program Description
The State Regents shall distribute approximately $238,612  in new grants to higher education institutions or nonprofit organizations submitting proposals meeting the following criteria:

· Projects must focus on university faculty members' ability to model such effective teaching styles as use of inquiry, group discussion, collaborative learning, technology, etc within a mathematics or science content or professional education course required for a teaching degree.
· Projects must demonstrate tangible collaboration among faculty within Arts & Sciences and Education departments in the college or university.

· Projects must also contain a co-principal investigator from a K-12 school who teaches in a math and/or science content discipline in order to ensure that faculty professional development efforts are steeped in the realities of teaching mathematics and science within a school milieu.

· Proposals should especially encourage participation of teachers as co-principal investigators who teach in schools in Oklahoma with large numbers of minority and low-income students to meet federal guidelines for the Eisenhower program.

· Projects must contain an evaluation design that uses good quantitative and qualitative analysis of the processes and outcomes involved in the project.  Priority will be giving to proposals that contain an action research component.

B.  Evaluation Criteria

All grants will be awarded on a competitive basis.  All proposals that satisfy minimum eligibility criteria will be evaluated by a panel of readers on the basis of established criteria. Review panels will consist of representatives from:   (1) higher education institutions, (2) elementary and secondary institutions, and (3) the State Department of Education. Additionally, panels will be composed of members who are knowledgeable about math and science and familiar with the Oklahoma needs assessment for math and science teachers as well as the current standards-based reform movements in math and science.  The Chancellor for Higher Education will appoint these panelists. 

C.  Notification and Right of Approval

The presidents of institutions submitting grant proposals will be notified as quickly as possible of the decision regarding the disposition of their proposal.  An opportunity for a hearing on those proposals, which were not approved, will be provided upon request by the institution submitting the proposal.  This request must be received by the State Regents' office within ten (10) working days after notification of the status of such proposal.

GRANT ADMINISTRATION GUIDELINES

A.
Statement of Assurances

Every grant proposal must be accompanied by a Statement of Assurances signed by the sponsoring institution's chief executive officer (see Appendix A, p. 11).  The purpose of this document is to ensure that the institution is fully aware of its obligations to adhere to all state and federal require​ments in the event the grant proposal is approved.

B.
Fiscal Procedures
All documents relating to Title II ESEA grants should be assigned to individual accounts/files that can be readily identified and verified.  If an institution receives more than one grant, separate accounts/files should  be established for each one.  Once a grant has been approved, payment will be made to the sponsoring institution in two parts. For public institutions, payment will be made by transfer to 430 Funds in the State Budget Office. For private institutions and nonprofit organizations, payment will be made by warrant.  Quarterly fiscal reports will be made to the State Regents' office utilizing Form ESEA SR00-01 listing each expenditure by object and a short narrative describing activities and accomplishments (see Appendix B, p. 13, for Form ESEA Special Project 2002). The final grant payment will not be made until after the grant activity has been concluded and all evalua​tions and reports have been submitted.

The final report will consist of a completed fiscal report utilizing Form ESEA Special Project 2002 and a comprehensive narrative describing project activities and accomplishments.  Unex​pended funds will be retained by the State Regents.  Expendi​tures in excess of approved budget amounts will be the responsibility of the sponsoring institution.

If an institution has more than one Title II grant, funds may not be shifted from one account to another.  Funds may not be shifted between budget categories of a single grant unless permission to do so is granted by State Regents' staff. Authorization to modify the project in any way must be approved by State Regents' staff acting upon a written request from the project director.

Eligible expenditures will ordinarily be limited to those directly necessary and essential to the accomplishments of the proposed grant activity.  This will customarily include personnel costs, consultant fees, materials and supplies, travel, telephone, postage, etc. Categories and limitations on allowable costs are noted in the Education Department’s General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR).   Due to the limited availability of funds, indirect administra​tive expenses are to be held to a minimum or not applied at all. Institutions of higher education may list their waived indirect expenditures in the budget as a cost-share contribution, not to exceed their Department of Education negotiated indirect cost rate, or eight percent, whichever is less. 

One-half of the budgeted funds will be awarded by June 1, 2002, provided that institutions have completed all appropriate assurances. Absent specific authorization to the contrary, the final date to encumber funds for grant programs funded with federal FY 2001 money is December 31, 2002.  

FINAL BUDGETS ARE DUE IN THE STATE REGENTS’ OFFICE ON FEBRUARY 15, 2003.  SECOND DISBURSEMENTS WILL BE MADE UPON RECEIPT OF FINAL BUDGET AND WILL REFLECT ACTUAL FINAL EXPENDITURES.  

C.
Evaluation by Grantees
Each grant proposal must include a plan for program evalua​tion.  At the time of final budget report submission, a final assessment report, based upon this plan, must be submitted, before the remaining balance of the grant will be paid.  At a minimum, this report should include:  (1) a description of the activities undertaken; (2) an enumeration of the population served, and (3) an objective evaluation of the effectiveness of the grant activity as measured against the program's objectives established in the grant proposal. At this time, copies of any publications or materials that resulted from the grant should be submitted along with a summary financial statement detailing revenues and expendi​tures by accounting object.  Form ESEA Special Project 2002 will  be used as part of this reporting process.

D.
Ownership of Copyrights and Patents

Ownership of copyrights and patents, or other proprietary interests that may result from grant activities shall be governed by applicable federal regulations and local institutional policies.

GRANT PROPOSAL FORMAT

Applicants are strongly urged to follow this recommended format as closely as possible.  The form of the presentation may be tailored to suit the topic and the style of the author, but it is essential that each of these subjects be addressed in the order presented here, and that they be clearly identified in the text of the proposal.

A.  Cover Sheet (THIS SHEET MUST BE USED AS THE COVER PAGE.)

B. Institutional Endorsement (PLEASE INCLUDE IN PROPOSAL, NOT SEPARATELY)

A letter of endorsement signed by the chief executive officer should accompany the grant proposal.  The proposal cannot be processed without this letter.

C. Program Summary Sheet (THIS PAGE SHOULD FOLLOW THE COVER SHEET)

D. Statement of Assurances


(See Appendix A – page 11)

A signed copy of the Statement of Assurances must be included with each grant proposal.  No grant funds will be released until a Statement signed by the institution's chief executive officer is submitted.

E. Abstract (80 to 100 words)

F. Narrative

This section of the proposal document should be a narra​tive that fully describes the key elements of the proposed project.  Length should be no more than 5 pages, double-spaced.  Supporting tables may be placed in appendices. The narrative should contain the following elements:

1. Project Title
2. Description of Project
Describe the following: goals, objectives, activities, participants, and follow up activities.  Include a tentative timeline.

3. Organizational Structure 

Who will be responsible for the administration of this project?

4. Evaluation Plan 


How will the objectives and activities will be evaluated and describe any anticipated outcomes or products? The evaluation plan should attempt to measure changes in faculty knowledge, attitudes, etc., about best practices as well as describe strategies to ensure demonstration of best practices and reflection.

Particular care should be exercised in the prepara​tion of this section as payment of the final installment of the approved grants will be contingent on the submission of a final evaluation report based upon the plan outlined. 

5. Institutional and Other Support
Detail the kinds of institutional support that will be necessary to sustain the proposed activity.  

6. Special Project Features, Institutional Streng​ths 

Describe any special project features and institutional strengths that would provide highlights to the project.  Such things as use of nationally recognized U.S. Department of Education curricula, collaboration with nationally or state recognized common education educators, consortia of two-year  and four year institutions or other special factors that uniquely qualify the proposals should be included.  

G.
Pro​posed Budget
