Please focus your discussions on you mathematics teaching and learning and be specific about your mathematics education qualifications. Please submit the following materials:

I.
A document written in outline form (one original and two copies) All of this information must be included.  This document should be no more than six (6) typewritten pages on 8.5” x 11” paper, with a minimum 1” margin on all sides of the paper, no more than 12 characters per inch (10 point font on a word processor) and double spaced. Use the following headings:

A. Submit the contact information of the person who nominated you (name, address, phone, email).

B. Personal Information (personal: name, address, phone, email; work: school name, address phone, principal’s name, current grade level taught, number of years at current school; etc. 
C. Educational History (including mathematics education)

1. History of post-high school education (List all colleges attended, all degrees received, any significant faculty development courses, etc.

2. Honors received and/or activity involvement

3. Unofficial transcripts

4. Copy of Oklahoma Teaching Certification

D. Professional History

1. History of teaching experiences (List your current position backwards to your first mathematics teaching assignment, with number of years included.)

2. History of membership in professional organizations (Include any awards or recognition received and offices held, committees, or other responsibilities)

E. Special Project/Enrichment Topic/Recruitment

Describe something special you have developed pertaining to mathematics teaching and learning, beyond what is normally expected of you in a regular mathematics class, or a mathematics recruitment activity you were instrumental in organizing. Use a time period of the last three years.

Philosophy of Teaching
In narrative form, explain your personal philosophy of mathematics teaching and learning. Discuss your fundamental goals of mathematics education and explain why they are essential. Also, please explain your understandings of the processes of mathematics learning and development. You may also address issues of diversity of learners and of participants involved in young people’s mathematics learning and development if you feel that this is appropriate for you.
