WELCOME

The chair called the meeting to order at 9:06 a.m. and facilitated introductions of those in attendance.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The chair requested a motion for approval of the minutes of the February 23, 2001, OAC meeting.  J.L. Albert moved to accept the minutes with no corrections or deletions.  Jim Beavers seconded the motion and the minutes were approved by OAC.

REPORT ON ONENET SPONSORED EDUCATION GROUP PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT (SEGP)

The report was given by James Deaton of OneNet

James Deaton said that in February, it was mentioned that OU, OSU and TU should come together to submit an application for the state aggregate network.  This is the education and research entity within the network being allowed to go across Internet2 and share traffic with other researchers.  This includes libraries, museums, K-12, all community colleges and the rest of the higher education system that were not previously considered primary users.

The application was approved and we received routing privileges and we were the third state to do so.  The result is more activity on the network.  Usage reports due in the fall should be positive.  It went live on May 4, 2001.  Since that date, anybody within our network can now route traffic to any Internet2 member.

RATIFICATION OF ONENET MISSION STATEMENT

Kurt Snodgrass, OneNet presented for Phil Moss of the State Regents.

Kurt Snodgrass submitted a Mission Statement for the Council’s review and approval.  Mike Lapolla suggested that health care be substituted for the word medical.  Suggestion was duly noted.  The chair requested a motion for approval of the OneNet Mission Statement. Dennis Aebersold moved to accept the mission statement with noted modification.  Jim Beavers seconded the motion.  Following a vote of the OAC, the Mission Statement was approved. 

ONENET FILTERING UPDATE

The report was given by Kurt Snodgrass, OneNet

OneNet mailed a letter to schools, libraries and career techs in the state clarifying some of the issues and rules established in the federal Children’s Internet Protection Act (CIPA) and OneNet’s development of filtering solutions.  A Request for Proposal (RFP) was sent to vendors in an effort to secure a quality filtering application that meets the overall goals of CIPA and provides maximum flexibility for libraries served by the network.  The RFPs have a two-week deadline for submittals.  OneNet anticipates being able to make recommendations to schools and libraries on filters following this process.

The goal of this is to make the process as seamless as possible for everyone.  Depending on the proposals, it is anticipated that one will be approved.  Bill Johnson said that the hope is to eventually deploy something that will allow the individual superintendent to make his/her own value judgment.  If there is a filtering system that has different tiers, the customers should be allowed to select the level of filtering required for them.

REVIEW, DISCUSSION AND APPROVAL OF ONENET ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY MODIFICATIONS

This report was given by Regina Switzer, Assistant General Counsel, OSRHE and Kurt Snodgrass, OneNet

Kurt Snodgrass said that one of the biggest issues OneNet is faced with is economic development.  OneNet is seen as an economic development tool for higher education, career techs and commerce.  The language needs to be modified to fall within acceptable use and should specifically clarify the network can be used for economic development throughout the client base.  For example, the career techs could host incubator sites within the mission of that institution to provide that service to the community.  There are some limitations in the form of signing the acceptable use policy and their clients may be required to sign the acceptable use policy.  Since the policy was written in the mid 1990’s, OneNet has asked Legal to review the policy and make modifications as required by the advancement of technology.

J.L. Albert inquired about the voice-over IP restriction in the policy.  This issue will be addressed with the telecommunications companies in the state.  Tariffs for voice-over IP are based on a statement that says government and education will not go to a switched network.  The technology at the time of that statement was not at the level it is today.  

Albert offered to assist in the drafting of language to modify the policy.  The latest version of the policy will be e-mailed to the members for their input.  

ONENET PRICING ISSUES, STRATEGIES AND IMPLICATIONS

Bill Shafer, OneNet and Susan McVey, ODL

Bill Shafer spoke in general terms about the status of this year’s budget.  The goal from the legislature was that OneNet break even eventually.  The rates were set four to five years ago with the goal of averaging the circuits.  The tariff has a mileage charge even though there is a 35 percent discount.  OneNet has maintained these rates, but now with newer technology the rates must be reevaluated.  

James Deaton explained that OneNet is investigating physically establishing a rate limit based on the portion of the connection entering the network.  The base limit would be increased with additional charges.  Currently the rates do not take into account the cost of the Internet.  When the rate was established there was a single DS3 to the Internet.  

The pricing restructuring should be ready in the fall.  The goal is a model that will meet the mandated requirements of the legislature.

The chair asked if libraries had a need for non-Internet circuits.  Jon Walker said that libraries do have limited application for such circuits; however, for a majority of libraries, the circuit exists primarily for Internet access.
