OUTLINE TALKING POINTS

Do you know the average cost of a textbook from the OSU Tulsa Bookstore? (Hold up book)
· In fall 2011, the average cost was $ __________.

· Annual textbook cost for full time students range from $700 to $1,000 annually

· Price of textbooks tripled between 1986 and 2004 – an average of 6% a year while inflation was 3%

The average cost of an academic book rose  ___% from $41.69 in 1989 to $79.32 in 2009.  We purchase fewer books each year due to book inflation costs with no budget increases. 

Legislation at the national level as well as in Oklahoma legislature in2007 and 2008 realized that the costs associated with getting a degree continue to rise.  Congress pressed publishers of textbooks to provide information about their prices.  House Bill 2103 encouraged faculty and staff to work with the bookstores and publishers to provide less costly alternatives to students.
Both OU and OSU main campus libraries offers textbooks as a loan as a service for their students.
· OU Library purchased 800 textbooks for 250 general education classes in August 2007.  The money came from $200,000 fund established by President David Boren.

· OSU Main Campus Library purchased textbooks in 2006 using Friends of the Library establishing the initial seed funds.  
I am asking you to fund the purchase of the most expensive textbooks and make them available for a loan to students.

· The library will purchase the books from the bookstore, develop policies and procedures for loan to students, and advertise the service to students and faculty.

· These funds would provide at least 90 of the most expensive textbooks free of cost to OSU-Tulsa Students.  My proposal gives specifics about various funding levels and number of students that could be helped if you decide to fund this proposal. 

· I am recommending that the OSU administration in Tulsa or the OSU Foundation provide the seed money for this project. 

· Purchasing textbooks that cost $200 or more and makin them available for laon from the library would have dramatic impact __________ Tulsa students enrolled in 35 class of 50 or more students.

· ___ Students from ___ classes that have 50 or more students will lower the cost of purchasing their textbooks by  $___ each on the purchase of their textbooks.

Providing textbooks for loan in the Tulsa Campus Library can help “bring dreams to life through learning” for OSU Tulsa Students.
· Obtaining a degree has tangible costs associated with it.
· Reducing textbook expenses eliminates one big obstacle to degree completion. 
In conclusion, offering expensive textbooks to students for loan would be an exceptional service for OSU in Tulsa. It would provide significant savings to new and returning students to obtain their lifelong dream of getting a degree from OSU a reality.
