PROVIDING TEXTBOOKS TO OSU TULSA STUDENTS
Hi, I’m Dona Davidson as Jennifer just announced.  I have been with the OSU Tulsa Library now over 25 years.

Do you know one question I have heard over and over again these past 25 years?  

“Do you have the textbook for my class?”

Do you know the AVERAGE cost of a textbook from the OSU Tulsa Bookstore?  (HOLD UP BOOK)

In Fall 2011, the AVERAGE cost was $ 98.00
The OSU Main Campus Library has offered textbooks for loan as a service for their students since 2006.
Stillwater’s usage has INCREASED every calendar year.  In 2011, 645 textbooks were checked out 8,272 times.
Friends of the Library ESTABLISHED the initial seed funds for the Edmon Low Library.
I am asking you to FUND the purchase of the most EXPENSIVE textbooks and make them available for a loan to students.

· The library would purchase the books from the bookstore, develop policies and procedures for loans to students and advertise the service to students and faculty.

· The funds would provide at least 90 of the most expensive textbooks free of cost to OSU Tulsa Students.  My proposal gives specifics about various funding levels and number of students that could be helped if you decide to fund this proposal.

· I am recommending that the OSU administration in Tulsa or the OSU Foundation provide the seed money for this project.
Purchasing textbooks that cost $200 or more and making them available for loan from the library would have dramatic impact on 1572 Tulsa students enrolled in 58 classes.

432 Students from classes that have an enrollment of 50 or more students will lower the cost of purchasing their textbooks by an average of $ 150.

Total estimated cost per semester is $14, 850.

In conclusion, offering expensive textbooks to students for loan would be an exceptional service for OSU in Tulsa.  It would provide significant savings to new and returning students and help make their dream of getting a degree a reality.
